For quite a number of years the Festival has been a highlight of my year. As in previous times the programme has provided a good variety 
of productions. There were five full length plays and three of one act 's duration.  I am not certain exactly how many were NODA members 
but I know at least four of them were. 
David Vince's comments were always astute, concise and very helpful with plenty of praise where it was due. As ever, I did not envy him his 
task. 
The first play was “Men o the World” by Big Ed Productions, (Boston). It featured two men and a woman who were coach drivers. These 
three also portrayed their passengers with their various foibles. The lighting was a big issue as were the assorted props easily to hand. 
Next came Boston Playgoers' production, “Billy Liar”. Here the set, typical of a working class home in the 1960s was excellent. All the cast 
worked with plenty of confidence to portray the essential comedy and pathos.  
The next evening saw another entry from Boston. This time by Galdrags Productions. Here, in “Can't Stand Up for Falling Down” we had 
three ladies portraying a number of characters where all of their lives were intertwined somehow and varied from the cowed, abused 
Lynette to the more forthright Ruby and young Jodie. 
A complete contrast came via Horncastle Theatre Company's “Shakers Re-Stirred”. This I reviewed some months ago. It was well done 
then. This time it was equally as good with its satirisation of the cocktail bar's customers, the contrasts in moods and the versatile 
movement. 
The first of the one act plays was “Always” by Lindsey Rural Players. This is another production I reviewed some months ago. The play 
involves Margaret as a young woman in 1944/45 and as her older self in the 1990s. Nostalgia is to the fore as she re-reads her love letters 
to Tam in occupied France and he reads his replies to hers. Throughout the play were musical numbers from the Forties by a small group of 
Radio Singers. Complementary lighting defined the various areas nicely. 
“Steptoe and Son” was presented by Boston Playgoers. The set, of the Steptoe sitting room, was extremely good with an incredible array 
of props. Father and son were pretty faithfully reproduced along with four other characters to attended the séance, adding to the humour. 
“Meat and Two Veg” by Scothern Players was the last of the one act plays. This had a husband and wife entertaining a near neighbour, 
Albert, to a meal. The two men are in fierce competition over the produce they are growing. the essential timing was very good and there 
was much merriment engendered to great effect. 
The final entry of the week was Halifax Thespians' “Flamingoland”. This bitter sweet play was very powerful and thought provoking. The 
cast performed it admirably with a good mix of humour and pathos.

It tells the story 
of a young man Billy, who, despite having had a grammar school education, finds himself still living at home with his parents and maternal 
grandmother whilst working at a mundane job as a clerk with a firm of undertakers (Waterhouse had actually been so employed). In order 
to enliven his existence Billy uses his vivid imagination and capacity to fabricate stories about his life and the people around him to such an 
extent that he becomes known as ‘Billy Liar’. 
Daniel Chester-Bush (William “Billy” Fisher) gave a convincing performance as someone who continuously has to amend his stories by 
adding additional lies to those he has already told whenever he is found out. David Edgar (Geoffrey Fisher – Billy’s father) a plain speaking 
man, frequently airs his strong views on Billy’s behaviour using his favourite ‘B’ word, whilst Glyn Ruskin, (Billy’s mum - Alice Fisher) is 
required to intervene as ‘peacekeeper’ as well as tending to the needs of her elderly mother (Florence Boothroyd), played by Helen 
Gordon, whose geriatric behaviour was most convincing. Daniel Poulson (Arthur Crabtree – a work colleague) tried hard to persuade Billy 
to mend his ways without success. 
Sheila Millington was well into character as Barbara, the mild mannered orange-loving number one fiancée being strung along by Billy, 
while in contrast, Melissa Marlowe as Rita, who had also been promised an engagement ring by Billy, was a feisty girl most definitely not 
going to be messed around. Charlotte Argyle, making her first appearance with the company as Liz, a former girlfriend of Billy, gave a very 
creditable performance as the one who offered Billy the best chance of moving on to bigger and better things-albeit he failed to seize the 
opportunity.

After last year’s performance of The Full Monty I was thoroughly looking forward to this production and, from a performance perspective, I 
was not to be disappointed. 
It was extremely well directed by Ray Jeffery and equally as well musically directed by Rod Iliffe. Rays direction gave a nice flow and 
movement to the stage with little ‘cameo scenarios’ being acted out across its entirety. Well done. Rod extracted some impressive 
harmonies from the cast whilst keeping the band on a very tight leash. Again, very well done. 
The choreography (Catherine Mulgrew) was, in the main, impressive. It was nice to see suitably traditional steps included throughout the 
show but they sometimes lacked clarity. This may have been due to the stage or indeed the stage mic’s but I feel, at times, it may also have 
been due to the delivery. 
The performances were let down somewhat by the lighting effects. The ideas were sound but the execution ill timed. Prime examples of 
this would be the build up to ‘Shadow Waltz’ and the ‘freezes’ in the Regency scene. 
Melanie Balderson (Anytime Annie), lit up the stage. Margaret Walker (Maggie Jones), Kim Bellamy (Bert Barry) and Mick Adhemar (Abner 
Dillon) were glorious to watch and were more than matched by Jonathan Reynolds (Julian Marsh) and Alexandra Underwood (Dorothy 
Brock). Extremely well done to all. 
Jade Willis (Peggy Sawyer) certainly had the look, rawness and initial innocent charm that is required of the part but failed to build the role 
into the ‘show saver’ it is meant to be. Ian Stark, whilst not being a Billy Lawlor in the dance stakes certainly made up for it with his vocal 
performance. He did very well to combine the chauvinist side of the character with the comical side of it and deserves my genuine 
admiration. 
One criticism I made last year was about potential ‘scene stealing’ by supporting actors whilst plot was being carried out at the front of the 
stage. It was nice to see this year the Minister give a very comical cameo performance whilst ensuring he did not steal the limelight. Very 
well done.

A very strong core cast kept their focus and character throughout and gave a performance befitting a bigger audience. Extremely well 
directed by Mark Walker, the show took the audience on a journey of highs and lows and, at times, made them feel guilty for laughing out 
loud.

The set was simple but effective, the lighting more so. The sound and voice-overs were clearly audible which I have found is not always the 
case in this venue. 
I can not pay tribute to each individual performer so I will comment on those who impressed that little bit more. Performers like Julie 
Futcher (Nurse Ratched) who was ‘caringly vindictive’ from start to finish but managed to portray her own mental frailties. Superb! Alan 
Galway (R. P. McMurphy) was excellent as the dominating but loveable, cocksure lead. Very well played. Paul Whiteman (Cheswick) was 
also worthy of mention for his portrayal though I think he tended to deliver his lines directly to the audience a little too often. David Wicks 
(Dale Harding), Neil Richardson (Martini) and Lester Cooke (Scanlon) all deserve praise for their focus and characterisation. Again, very well 
done to all. 
But, for me, it was Jon Baish (Billy Bibbit), Steve Hough (Ruckley) and Mark Walker (Chief Bromden) who made the show that bit special.
